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ABSTRACT

This study was done to evaluate Nabuphine [[Cl, as a premedicant for ophthalmic
operations, under local analgesia. Sixty patients undergoing variety of ophthalmic
operations, under local analgesia, in different ages were included, and divided into three
groups. Group (1), receiving 10 mg .M. Nalbuphine, Group (11), receiving 10 mg 1.M.
Nalbuphine, followed by 10 mg 11" 30 minutes later, CGroup (111), receiving meperidine
100 mg, followed by 10 mg benzodiazepine 30 minutes later. Nalbuphine was proved to
be safe produced reduction in the intra-ocular pressure which was related to the absolute
dose. It was more potent in abolishing pain of retro-bulbar injection, and resulted in
more pronounced sedation, but with equal incidence of nausea and vomiting and shorter
duration of action compared to meperidine-diazepam combination.
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
