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INTRAVENOUS REGIONAL ANALGESIA (IVRA) IN
UPPER LIMB SURGERY USING LIDOCAINE,
MEPERIDINE AND THEIR MIXTURE
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Abstract

Forty five patients of ASA grade I and II, their age ranged between
20 - 40 years and body weight 60 - 75 kgs, undergoing elective upper
limb surgery using intravenous regional anaesthetic technique were ran-
domly divided intc three equal groups 15 patients each according to the
drug used; Group A received 200 mg lidocaine0.5%,group B received me-
peridine 100 mg and group C received mixture of lidocaine and meperi-
dine (100 mg + 50 mg).

It was found that the combined group is the best group as relatively
short onset time of sensory and motor loss, 100 % success rate of opera-
tion, mild changes in haemodynamic parameters, respiratory rate with
considerable postoperative complications and adequate postoperative

analgesia.
